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Transitions: how | can help my child?

Transitions, whether they are between year groups, key stages or schools, can be a
stressful time for children as they become familiar with new routines, new adults, new
friends and new surroundings. This is the case for all children and for children with special
educational needs the changes can be even more unsettling.

As a parent or carer you can help!
Start conversations with your child and find out how they feel about the transition.

Ask them what they are looking forward to, what they will miss about their old school,
class, teacher or teaching assistant.

Encourage them to communicate any worries they may have - this could be verbally,
through writing or drawing.

Reassure them that their feelings are perfectly valid and lots of people feel nervous at
different times in their lives. You could share a time when you have felt nervous and
discuss the strategies you used to ease the worry.
